NETCENTS Contract Extension as of 27 May 2011

The current NETCENTS contract ordering period was extended for a period of one year, commencing on
10 September 2011 and ending on 9 September 2012, with task order completion, not later than 8
September 2014. All individual Task/Delivery orders must be awarded prior to end of the ordering period
of 9 Sep 2012. IAW FAR clause 52.216-22 performance of a NETCENTS Task/Delivery Order may
extend beyond the ordering period (9 September 2012) with the last day of performance/delivery of 8
September 2014. No new Task/Delivery Orders shall be awarded, and no out of scope changes to
Task/Delivery orders increasing performance shall be processed beyond 9 September 2012.

Contract Line Item Numbering (CLIN) shall be IAW DFARS 204.71 and PGI 204.71. When multiple
contract line items are required the CLIN structure shall maintain compliance with the basic NETCENTS
CLIN structure. For example, all requirements using CLIN 7001 shall contain a “7" in the first digit and a
“1" in the last digit and maintain the contract type, Firm Fixed Price, and all requirements using CLIN 7002
shall contain a “7” in the first digit and a “2” in the last digit and maintain the contract type, Cost. This
compliance shall be the same for the following CLINs: 7001, 7002, 7003, 7005, 7006, 7007 and 7008.

Contracting activities may use multiple contract line items and subcontract line items when appropriate as
long as the “root” CLIN is compliant with the NETCENTS IDIQ contract.

Examples:

CLIN 7001 — NETCENTRIC Total Solution — Base Year 9 Sept 2011 — 8 Sept 2012
CLIN 7011 — NETCENTRIC Total Solution — Option Year One 9 Sept 2012 - 8 Sept 2013
CLIN 7021 — NETCENTRIC Total Solution — Option Year Two 9 Sept 2013 - 8 Sept 2014

Or

CLIN 7001 — NETCENTRIC Total Solution

SubCLIN 7001AA — NETCENTRIC Total Solution — Base Year 9 Sept 2011 — 8 Sept 2012
subCLIN 7001AB — NETCENTRIC Total Solution — Option Year One 9 Sept 2012 — 8 Sept 2013
subCLIN 7001AC — NETCENTRIC Total Solution — Option Year Two 9 Sept 2013 — 8 Sept 2014

As the NETCENTS-2 contracts are awarded all NETCENTS mandatory requirements will have to comply
with any new mandatory procedures.

Lastly, SAF/AQ issued a memorandum in2009 that permits bases to conduct set-aside acquisitions so
long as they comply with the provisions outlined in the memo, to include the MAJCOM reporting element.
The contents of the SAF/AQ memo are still valid and may be followed.
